Future of the printed bulletin 
The president reported that he was finding it increasingly difficult to read text on his computer screen, or to watch 
television. His eyes are very sensitive and he must regrettably stop producing the monthly bulletin, which has been 
in existence for 13 years, in its current form. 
 
He proposes two alternative solutions: 

1. Ideally one of the members will have the time and knowledge to take over production of the bulletins … 
this would be the best solution. 

2. An electronic bulletin would be created. Every month the President would send a simple letter which 
would contain a summary and a short editorial. He would still be able to produce that on his computer. 
The webmaster would be heavily involved in this process and decisions would have to be taken 
regarding who the documents should be sent to, who edits the bulletin etc. This was an agenda item 
for the September 2005 AGM. In the meantime, the following should be considered: 

 
Documents and photos would be sent to the following: the webmaster, the editor, members of a possible editorial 
committee. A summary of what is available would be produced. Documents could possibly be published on line on 
an ad hoc basis, but a set publication date may be preferable. Long narratives would only go on the web as short 
summaries (who would take on this role?) which would hyperlink to the travellers’ own websites. 
 
For those members who prefer printed copy, one of the members would respond to requests for individual articles 
referred to in the monthly summary. S/he would receive a printing allowance which would also cover postage 
charges. Taking into account the savings that could be made (current photocopying and postage charges are very 
high), the money made available could be used for improving the web site and for the service outlined above, 
without increasing the subscription charge.
